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1.  Background: 

 
The Global Call to Action against Poverty (GCAP) is  an alliance made by a 
diverse range of coalitions, community groups, trad e unions, individuals, 
faith groups, women and youth organizations, NGOs a nd other campaigners 
who are all committed to fight against poverty and working together in the 
world. It is to call for action to the world’s lead ers to meet their promises to 
end poverty and inequality according the Millennium  Developments Goals 
(MDGs) particularly; it demands solutions that addr ess the issues of: 
 
�  Public accountability, just governance and the fulf illment of human 

rights ; 
�  Trade justice; 
�  A major increase in the quantity and quality of aid  and financing for 

development;  
�  Debt cancellation;  
�  Gender equality  must also be at the heart of eradicating poverty.  
 
The GCAP groups have formed country-based coalition s in more than 100 
countries including Pakistan. These groups support and promote GCAP’s 
demands and enable concerned citizens to join for t his cause, in order to 
put pressure on their country’s leaders and decisio n-makers to make solid 
decisions and take steps to solve the above mention ed promises and to 
achieve the Millennium Developments Goals. 
 
Keeping in view, the civil society around the World  had initiated Stand Up & 
Take Action (SUTA) campaign. The campaign remained continue all over the 
world for three days starting from October 17 to Oc tober 19, 2008.  
 
GCAP-Pakistan had also planned a STAND-UP and TAKE ACTION call of all 
the citizens of the country during this period in t heir respective cities, areas, 
offices, fields, educational, health institutions, etc. The aim was to stand 
with the global community in their efforts to eradi cate poverty and take 
appropriate measures to address the issues outlined  above. This campaign 
was spear-headed by AwazCDS as this year convener. 
 

2.  AwazCDS  as Interim  National Secretariat: 
 
Insan Foundation Trust was performing as the Nation al Secretariat for 
GCAP Pakistan and they did their best to lead the c oalition during the last 
three years. Later when Stand Up and Take Action Ca mpaign was about to 
start, Awaz Foundation Pakistan: Centre for Develop ment Services 
(AwazCDS) was offered by the coalition members to t ake up this challenge of 
national coordination due to its strong linkages an d network of PARC –
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Network (People Awareness and rights committees) an d other networks 
CSOs, youth, women and peasant groups. This was act ually a challenge to 
organize a national level campaign with in the shor t duration of only one 
week. However, AwazCDS’s leadership decided to take  up the challenge and 
by using its strong linkage, powerful working strat egy, well built team 
coordination, along with hard work and sincerity ma de the impossible, 
possible and succeeded to raise their voice against  poverty, social injustice, 
food insecurity and gender inequality among the gen eral public.

Females + 24 Males) representatives from 17 CSOs an d PARC Networks 
participated in those meetings from all over Pakist an. AwazCDS shared the 
objectives, strategies and role & responsibilities regarding the SUTA 
campaign.

Bar Associations, Journalist Unions, Students Union s, Trade Unions and 
labor Unions participated. These walks and seminars  were organized in the 
areas of D.G.Khan, Rajanpur and Jatoi (South Punjab ) by relevant PARC 
networks.

�  During these seminars and walks people highlighted the issues which 
are related with increasing poverty trends in the c ountry. 

�  They also aimed to take such steps through which th ey would be able 
to pressurize government institutions and selected members of the 
parliament to strategize and form the policies to m inimize the poverty 
level.    

  
v.  Dialogue: 

 
A dialogue was organized on 19-10-08 to discuss and  take views of the 
general public about the existing situation of pove rty in Pakistan. This 
activity was done by Mr. Qamar Iqbal of NHCR in Fai salabad with an active 
participation of 550 people. Out of these 550 peopl e 230 were women and 
they highlighted the issues causing poverty. The ma in focus of this dialogue 
was to show up poor social and pathetic conditions prevailing in our society 
due to increase in poverty. They also discussed the  major causes of poverty 
in our society and it’s far reaching consequences.

Under this activity a Stand Up message was telecast ed by the host of FM 
radio. This message targeted almost all the areas o f Punjab province.

Their 
proper coordination and timely responses lead us to  implement and 
complete the activity with in the shorter duration successfully.

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�  One government official said “ we are also in the c lutches of poverty go 
and ask such demands from people ruling in Islamaba d” 

�  Most of partners gave the opinion that it was the t ime to unite and start 
effort against poverty together. 

�  Poverty has now become the matter of do or die for all. 
�  If we want to defeat this problem, then at least we  should be united one 

platform at once which should be aiming to fight ag ainst the human 
problems like poverty and become victors rather tha n victims. 

�  People are committing suicides due to that growing poverty which is the 
matter of grim for all of us.  

�  Unemployment is one of the important factors or the  main cause of 
poverty in Pakistan, and it can be conquered only t hrough 
industrialization. 

 
 

8. Overall Outputs: 
 
With the widespread support and 
engagement of more than 389,259  
people demonstrated a series of activities 
and events with high energy and 
enthusiasm in 122 activities done under 
the GCAP-Pakistan’s SUTA campaign. 
Women and marginalized groups 
excitedly participated to record their 
messages about poverty, food insecurity 
and inequality issues. This is an 
encouraging sign of awareness in the 
country like Pakistan where culture of 
silence exists. Along with all other active 
participants the government’s officials 
also showed their interest in the 
campaign and helped in managing the law & order sit uations during the 
activities.

GCAP is a very relevant call for civil society orga nizations and networks in 
Pakistan. GCAP Pakistan has been active since 2005 and currently has 
membership of 63 organizations and networks represe nting different 
disciplines spread all over the four provinces and nook and corner of the 
country. In Pakistan, the Campaign is being run thr ough a national 
secretariat with the assistance of a national steer ing committee and 
provincial coordinators responsible to coordinate, review and plan the 
initiatives of GCAP Pakistan in compliance with the  call of the global 
fraternity, especially of the regional office that in turn operates under 
international system. 
 
Presently the world is in the severe grip of food c rises (insecurity), financial 
crises (insecurity), trade injustice and insecurity , high indebtedness, gender 
inequality and insufficient aid and financing for d evelopment to combat and 
address the poverty. Pakistan is not exceptional an d has been facing these 
growing challenges to address and combat Poverty, o ne of the most glaring 
realities of the country. The spiraling wave of det eriorating peace, law and 
order situation is a reality and griming the situat ion of the country further. 
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It is estimated that due to the ripple effect of th e outlined insecurities, 
among others, 70% people in Pakistan (majority of t hat in rural areas) are 
living between the range of absolute poverty and 
difficult survival. Apart from this, however, the s tate of Pakistan's 
unproductive engagements, especially large military  budget, top-down 
model of policy formulation, weak political institu tions, unaccountable and 
gender insensitive governance are some of the very fundamental reasons 
behind existing scenario. The fact of the matter is  Pakistan is among the 
very few countries of the world, which spend only a round 2% of its GDP on 
education and health, are very basic necessities of  the poverty stricken 
population. Moreover, Pakistan is committed to achi eve several Millennium 
Development Goals (MDGs) by 2015. The apprehensions  are that the 
present world food and financial crises and energy crises in Pakistan will 
hamper the efforts to achieve the goals committed u nder the MDGs. 
The 17 th  October is celebrated as the World Food Day. Keepi ng in view the 
growing challenges of the Poverty, Food Crises and inequalities, the civil 
society around the World have initiated Stand Up & Take Action (SUTA) 
campaign. The campaign will continue for three days  starting from October
